The Public Contract Code contains alternative procedures for the bidding and construction of 
public projects that allow for greater flexibility for public agencies. These procedures are

Resolution No. 01-46 of the Rescue Union School District 
Regarding Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Procedures 

THE GOVERNING BOARD OF THE RESCUE UNION SCHOOL 
DISTRICT DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS: 

WHEREAS, prior to the passage of Assembly Bill No. 1666, Chap. 1054 Stats. 
1983, which added Chapter 2 commencing with Section 22000 to Part 3 of Division 2 of 
the Public Contract Code, existing law did not provide a uniform cost accounting 
standard for construction work performed or contracted by local public agencies; and 

WHEREAS, Public Contract Code Section 22000, et seq., the Uniform Public 
Consh·uction Cost Accounting Act, establishes such a uniform cost accounting standard; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Commission established under the Act has developed uniform 
public construction cost accounting procedures for implementation by local public 
agencies in the performance of or in the contracting for consh·uction of public projects; 
and 

WHEREAS, the alternative bidding procedures provided for under the Act 
allow, inter alia, local public agencies to perform work by force account costing up to 
Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000) and to let to contract by informal procedures 
public projects of Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars ($75,000) or less. 

NOW, THEREFORE, this Governing Board hereby takes the following actions: 

1. To elect under Public Contract Code Section 22030 to become subject to the 
uniform public consh·uction cost accounting procedures set forth in the Act 
and to the Commission's policies and procedures manual and cost 
accounting review procedures, as they may each from time to time be 
amended, and direct that the Superintendent notify the State Controller of 
this election. 

2. To adopt the following informal bidding procedures in compliance with 
Public Conh·act Code Section 22034: 

(a) The District shall maintain a list of qualified contractors, identified 
according to categories of work. Minimum criteria for development and 
maintenance of the contractors list shall be determined by the 
commission. 

(b) All contractors on the list for the category of work being bid or all 
construction trade journals specified in Public Conh·act Code Section 
22036, or both all contractors on the list for the category of work being bid 
and all construction trade journals specified in Public Contract Code 
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Section 22036, shall be mailed a notice inviting informal bids unless the 
product or services are proprietary. 

(c) All mailing of notices to contractors and construction trade journals 
pursuant to (b) shall be completed not less than 10 calendar days before 
bids are due. 

(d) The notice inviting informal bids shall describe the project in general 
terms, how to obtain more detailed information about the project, and 
state the time and place for the submission of bids. 

(e) This Governing Board hereby delegates the authority to award informal 
contracts to its Superintendent. 

(f) If all bids received are in excess of seventy-five thousand dollars 
($75,000), this Governing Board may by passage of a resolution by four­
fifths vote, award the conh·act, at eighty thousand dollars ($80,000), or 
less, to the lowest responsible bidder, if it determines the cost estimate of 
the public agency was reasonable. 

3. To declare that this resolution shall take effect upon its adoption and is 
revocable by this Governing Board at any time.

Trustee Wilcox so moved, Trustee Lagomarsino seconded 
and the motion passed 5-0. 

On July 12, 2001 a public bid opening took place for the 
electrical improvements for the Rescue School Emergency 
Portable. The Project includes adding electrical systems for 
six (6) State Emergency Portables and a portable resh·oom 
building. Trustee Wilcox moved that the Board of Trustees 
approve the lowest bid, $97,230 from F & T Electric, Inc., and 
direct the Superinendent to execute the contract. Trustee 
Boggs seconded the motion. The motion passed 5-0.
